Our board members continually notice and receive resident complaints.  Areas of concern are:  RV 

gates needing painting,   Front doors needing treatment,   Weeds and other landscaping cleanup,   Pet 

feces being left in common areas, Trash/Recycling cans not being properly moved and stored on pick 

up days, and Street parking.   FYI:  Campers or Boat and Trailers are not allowed to be parked on 

Kempton Streets for longer than 24 hours. If you need a longer parking time, it must be approved by 

contacting CPI Management.  Violations can and will result in fines assessed against the home owner!  

Please review the HOA rules for complete compliance! A copy of the HOA rules can be downloaded 

from the Kempton Website or contact the CPI Property Management for a copy.  All homeowners 

must maintain their lots in accordance with the HOA.
